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Attached is a set of dys loci modal for selected R1b highland clans and other sets of data.  Note that the MacGregor 10 at 385a becomes an 11 in about 1300 AD.  At that point if I converge the MacGregors with the MacDonalds , they converge to the Colla Uais, a common founder of the Erainn tribe in Scotland (commonly called Scottis).  This is about 300 AD.  Depending how you count, this period of time, 1700 years, has required 3 mutations, or some 567 years per mutation.  At the 25 dys loci level, we still find 8 mutational differences between my personal haplotype and the Colla Uais.  Using the above rate, I find that at least 4000 more years must pass before my haplotype and Colla Uais converge over the 17 dys loci available.  This is about 2000 years longer than recent estimates for the age of s116+.
